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GERMAN CHEESES

German’s have been producing a third of the
cheeses in Europe for hundreds of years. Many
of these cheeses which are available nowadays
were not documented during the medieval or
renaissance periods. Some of the most widely
available German cheeses were originally pro-
duced in other lands and introduced to the Ger-

man lands in the 17th century and more recent
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times. Emmentaller cheese was brought into
Germany by Swiss immigrants in the

1820’s. Limburger and Romadur were intro-

duced by Dutch immigrants during the 1830’s

Munster Cheese is said to have been produced on both sides of the Rhine River by Germans
since 1371 ad.

The period German accounts and cookbooks that I have seen thus far, tell the reader that Ger-
mans had hard cheese, medium cheese, and soft cheese. St. Hildegard of Bingen, (September
16, 1098 — September 17, 1179), stated that of these chesses, hard (or dry) cheese was the
best for a person’s health. Sabina Welserin in her cookbook from 1553 does not list the names
of different cheeses. She simply lists textures the way St. Hildegard had.

It seems that none of the native German cheeses gain sufficient fame abroad to warrant major
exports, and so the locals didn’t bother with specific descriptors, simply calling it “cheese”; or,
rarely, “fresh cheese”, “old cheese”, etc. Since cheese wasn’t shipped around Germany much,

nobody specified; apparently they thought “cheese is cheese™?

On the other hand, show several different styles of cheese, sometimes on the same table. So
there must have been a vocabulary for specifying what type of cheese you wanted. Ijust am

unable to find much in period writings that I have access to. From what I have gathered from
period art, the Germans had a white rind cheese similar in appearance to brie, green and blue
veined cheeses, hard yellow and brown cheeses, and one that appears grey-green throughout.

It is believed by scholars, that many styles of cheese were produced throughout our period of
study, but without more detailed commentary from contemporary authors, we may never
know what it tasted like, nor whether 15th century Munster cheese tasted anything like mod-
ern Alsace Munster; which again tastes nothing at all like American Muenster cheese.
