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Murano the Glass Island 

Venetian Glass making  began during the 7th 
century AD.  By 1200s AD Glass making was 
big business.  Since most of the buildings were 
still made of wood, the Glass makers with their 
foundries were relocated to the  island of Mura-
no. This island was a major port. Glass produc-
tion flourished and glassmakers became re-
nowned.  

The  artisans learned from the glass producers 
in Persia, and in the latter half of the fourteenth 
century Murano out-produced all of its com-
petitors. Angelo Barovier rediscovered how to 
make the clear colorless glass that Pliny the El-
der had described  centuries before. Murano 
glass crafters were producing goblets, vases, 
plates, figurines, and beads. 

Vincenzo dõAngelo dal Gallo re-introduced the 
Roman technique of diamond point engraving 
on glass in 1534 AD. Delicate lacey patterns 
were cut into the clear glass. The value of 
Murano glass increased continually. 

Aventurine glass is a heavy paste of a glass and 
metal particles prepared under low oxygen 
conditions and cooled slowly. After this mass is 
cooled, it is broken into chunks. It is then 
sculpted like stone. While it is molten the sand 
(silica) has copper or bronze filings added to the 
liquid glass. When the glass is red and the inclu-
sions are copper, it is commonly called gold-
stone. Goldstone was produced in different 
times by different people because this process 
was often forgotten and rediscovered. One of 
the oldest examples of red goldstone was found 
in Iran and dated to around 1200 AD.

74 An apple tart  
 

Peel the apples and take the cores cleanly out and 
chop them small, put two or three egg yolks with 
them and let butter melt in a pan and pour it on the 
apples and put cinnamon, sugar and ginger thereon 
and let it bake.  

Roast them first in butter before you chop them.  

 
 

75 Another apple tart  

 
Peel the apples, slice them and roast them, cut the 
cores cleanly out. Chop them small beforehand and 
put beef marrow thereon and grated bread crumbs. 
Stir it together well, stir into it also cinnamon, sug-
ar and raisins and let it bake.
